· The maximum length of the abstract is one page A4. 
· The file must be uploaded as a word document format.
· The file name should follow this nomenclature:

· The text must be in the single-column format in A4 paper with margins of 2,5 cm on all sides.

· Use line spacing 1.0, paragraph shift by indent, and preferentially SI units.

· The name of presenting author should be underlined.
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
